The Citizen Survey of Andhra Pradesh is proposed to evaluate the processes, 

perceptions, and impacts of various aspects of governance and development by the citizens. As 

per the long-term plan of APSCHE-BCDE, under the direction of the Govt. of Andhra Pradesh, 

it is decided to have self-sustenance in organizing the Citizen Survey in the state of Andhra 

Pradesh on various academic and administrative topics and issues in collaboration with the 

Centre for Policy Research, New Delhi. 

In this connection, there are twenty-five students trained in the Citizen Survey in 

collaboration with the Centre for Policy Research, phase 1 at Andhra University from 

November 21st to November 25th, 2022, and phase 2 at Acharya Nagarjuna University from 

December 12th to December 16th, 2022. The trained enumerators have conducted citizen 

surveys as per the day-to-day instructions by the Centre for Policy Research team through 

WhatsApp groups. 
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Energy Conservation Awareness

Energy conservation activity saves money for the public, reduces the energy demand and supply 

gap, reduces carbon emissions, and improves quality of life. Hence, BCDE decided to conduct a 

massive awareness campaign on energy conservation with the support of BCDE soldiers 

throughout January 2023.

Dr. Ch. Vijaya, dean of the CDC, and various college mentors 

from affiliated colleges took part in the training. 
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Learning Improvement Program (LIP) 

The Government of Andhra Pradesh is taking all measures to increase the quality of education 

from the primary level to the higher education level. Foundational literacy and numeracy skills 

are found to be poor among the schoolchildren of Andhra Pradesh, as per the baseline surveys, 

ASER, National Achievement Survey (NAS), and other national and state assessment reports. In 

order to increase or strengthen the foundational literacy and numeracy skills among government 

school students, the government of Andhra Pradesh initiated an innovative “Learning 

Improvement Programme (LIP).
